The Governor’s Volunteer Awards (GVA) program provides lowa nonprofit and government organizations with an easy,
cost-effective way to honor their volunteers with a prestigious state-level recognition award. Volunteers may be selected
for an award in one of four categories: Individual; Group; Disaster Volunteer; or Length of Service.

Each summer, regional award presentation ceremonies are held across the state to recognize hundreds of volunteers for
their commitment, service, and time. Honorees are invited to attend the ceremony nearest their home address;
nominators and agency coordinators are encouraged and welcome to attend to help congratulate their volunteers. Details
about which ceremony volunteers have been invited to attend will be sent via e-mail and will also be posted at
www.volunteeriowa.org/awards.

Recipients do not necessarily need to live in lowa, but their service must have benefited lowans or an lowa organization.
To help select your “Super Star” volunteer(s) for this award, think about their contribution to the agency/organization.
What were the benefits of the nominee’s efforts? What makes the accomplishments of this nominee more significant than
those of other volunteers? How many hours were contributed by the volunteer to the agency/organization?

INSTRUCTIONS — PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

* Complete one form for EACH Individual, Group, or Length of Service award. A couple, “Joe and Sally Jones”,
should each be submitted on a separate form for an “individual” award. Or, if they spent their time volunteering as a
team they may be submitted together on one form for a “group” award.

e Type or print legibly and complete ALL sections. Double-check the spelling of the nominee’s name and
verify that the mailing address is correct. The information you provide will be used to prepare the award certificate
and ceremony invitation from the Governor’s Office, so accuracy is critical.

* Even though these awards are “non-competitive”, to ensure the handling fee is charged to the appropriate
agency, ALL nomination forms must be submitted through and approved by an official Governor’s Volunteer
Awards coordinator. Forms not submitted through the appropriate agency coordinator will not be honored.
Examples: a school should submit nominations through the lowa Department of Education, while a local Scout troop
would submit their nominations through the lowa Nonprofit Resource Center and a City Parks Department would
submit their selection through the lowa League of Cities. County governments and lowa affiliates of federal agencies
may submit their completed forms through the lowa Commission on Volunteer Service.

¢ Handling Fee. Affiliates and staff of state government agencies do not need to include a handling fee; that cost is
covered by the state agency coordinating the awards. All other nomination forms must include a $15 handling fee
which covers the cost of printing certificates, invitations, and ceremony materials, as well as memento photos, pins,
and postage. Checks for the $15 handling fee per award should be payable to: lowa League of Cities
